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Melinda called the meeting to order and began with a review of the Guild challenge.  The challenge of “Baby’s First Quilt” was presented at the CRQ September meeting.  They would like the quilts to be somewhere around 36X42 or 42X42 and can be made of any type fabric.  They will be voted on by Guild members at the January meeting and will be awarded ribbons for 1st, 2nd and 3rd place depending on whichever quilt receives the most votes.

Pinky will coordinate the routine for the Flash Mob and will try to have some type of routine or demonstration to present at the CRQ business meeting.

Melinda asked Annette when the Insurance policy is up for renewal and she will check and get back to Melinda.

Irene advised she has collected $794.00 and still has 3100 tickets left.  18 members have still not picked up tickets and if they are not picked up, Irene advised she will be mailing them out.  Reminder each member is responsible to sell minimum of $20 worth of tickets for the show.  Please make sure to turn in your money to Irene as this is a big money maker for the Guild.

Melinda advised she will be composing an entry form for members when they submit their First quilt.

Susie advised she is still collecting prizes for the scavenger hunt and raffle basket.  With the help of her committee she already has 2 boxes of items to be sold.  She also reminded members that if you are going to be selling any items in the boutique, you will need to keep an inventory list of your own items as it will make it easier when the show is done for you to be able to receive the proper amount due.  If you would like to sell items, you MUST purchase the price tags from Susie.  They are 25 cents for 12.  This is being done so that all items will be marked and one half of the tag will be put in the box to tally each member’s money. Susie is requesting that items to be sold be brought to the Chamber by Thursday during set up.

Melinda also advised that CRQ members can participate in the scavenger hunt and that if you work at the show you will not be charged the $5 entry fee.  If you don’t work however, you will be charged.  The hours for the show will be Friday and Saturday from 9am-5pm.  The drawing for the Opportunity quilt and basket will be on Saturday at 3pm.  Breakdown of the show will be Saturday after the show closes and Melinda is requesting that members please stick around to help out.

The door prize committee has begun collecting door prizes and has been given a lamp from a business.  If anyone knows a business owner and is comfortable asking them to donate a door prize to please do so, as it will help the committee in collecting items.

Rosemary gave an update on the Vendors and as of this date all the spaces are taken.  Melinda advised there may be some additional space in the Chamber that we are looking into opening up for more vendor space.  Rosemary advised as of now there are 3 vendors on the waiting list.

Rosemary advised she has obtained 4 ads for the program thus far and is working on completing this task.

Publicity was not in attendance for an update.

Melinda advised that we are still in need of two more drop off locations, one from north Bullhead and one from central Bullhead.  Anyone interested please contact her.  Judy Pletting will be the drop off location for Fort Mohave/Mohave Valley area.  There will be a different color tag for each of the areas to make it easier for take down.  Melinda advised that the entry form for all quilts to be entered will be handed out at the October CRQ meeting and MUST be returned no later than January 1, 2014.  There will be NO exceptions!  Melinda will be collecting the quilts for the judges and a system for that is still in the works.  Melinda advised that there will be a 3 quilt maximum per person and that the Baby’s First quilt and your own First quilt will not be counted toward your maximum.  All of the judged quilts will be entered in the show and also not counted toward your maximum. 

For the floor plan to be properly set, every member will need to make sure of the correct size of the quilt to be submitted along with a color photo.  This will allow the committee to make the most of the useable space in the Chamber.

Joyce will be in charge of making the master schedule and will be making 3 copies to be distributed as follows:  Joyce – 1 copy, Annette – 1 copy, and the front entrance table – 1 copy.   Joyce advised she will make the shifts in 2 hour increments.  

Annette advised the name tags for CRQ members and workers will be made by Donna Besst’s daughter instead of Marsha Goodwin.

No other business was brought up and Melinda adjourned the meeting.
